This stage is about building emotional resilience, healthy ways
of managing emotions and acknowledging past trauma. The
key worker will support the family to attend
programmes/therapy appropriate to their needs. The Playroom
Programme is for families and promotes healthy attachments,
healthy play, relationships with other mothers and being
confident as a parent. Ridley Villas also offers a Stephanie
Covington 'Helping Women Recover' programme, this covers:

Becoming

 Promoting positive parenting
Managing Finances
Drug and alcohol relapse prevention
Self-esteem and confidence

The woman is introduced to her dedicated key worker, who will get to know
her and create a welcoming environment. Together, they will create a
unique support plan that reflects the family’s goals and aspirations. Work
begins on the 20-week Ridley Villas Programme which focuses on:

Being

For women and children who require the
safety of 24 hour support. OR

Make checks and gather information relevant to
referral process. 
If suitable, arrange to meet the person and their
referrer at Ridley Villas. Following this, notify
person/referrer of outcome within 3 working days.  

Women and children receive up to 3 months’
support with moving and settling into the
community. It is important that the people
we work with are supported in putting into
practise the skills acquired since engaging
with the service, in order for her to live a
happy life.

Satellites

This stage focusses on the family building resources within
their lives and communities, making connections to aid
their recovery journey and moving to their own housing in a
community of their choice. The key support worker would
explore what the woman wanted to do longer term,
supporting her to access employment, education services,
community groups and services for the family to attend.

We accept statutory, non-statutory referrals and self-
referrals for:
-Women over the age of 18
-Children in their care or plan for reunification in place 
-In drug and alcohol treatment or active care plan
-Identified housing related support need
